On April 9th of 2009 I 

lost everything. I lost 

my 2-year-old daugh-

ter; I lost my belong-

ings, and what I felt 

was my inner self.  I 

was incarcerated in the 

county jail for being in 

the wrong place at the 

wrong time, with the 

wrong people. 

When I was released I 

fought hard to get my 

daughter back and tried 

to find a place to stay. I was living in a shelter with my 

little girl and nothing was going right. I was alone and 

confused. I felt unloved and unwanted so I tried to find 

someone to love me and take care of me.  Before 

long I became pregnant again. 

I felt in my heart that I wanted to abort because I 

had no money, no job, and was homeless.  I made 

an appointment to have an abortion.  I took my 

little girl on the bus to head to Planned Parent-

hood.  When I walked in the Womenôs Choice 

Center, by mistake, I thought I was walking in to 

have my abortion. When my name was not on 

their list and they asked what they could do for 

me, I said I wanted to have an abortion. 

It wasnôt the place I wanted, but it was the place I 

needed.  For the next 2 hours, the women there 

talked with me about abortion, showed me a 

video, and told me that God loved me, my daugh-

ter and my baby that was growing inside of me. 

They were caring enough to talk me through my 

tears and listen to my story. When I saw my baby 

on the ultrasound machine, tears fell down my 

face and I prayed to God that I was going to trust 

Him to take care of me, my daughter, and my 

new baby. 

The women at the Womenôs Choice Center 

helped me make the decision to keep my baby and also to 

come back to God. I am now back in school and have a 

job. I had my baby on September 11th.  She is a beautiful 

little girl who weighed 8 pounds 3 ounce and 20 inches 

long.  Her name is Nauteca.  Thank you for listening to 

my story. 
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While caring for her granddaughter 

for 2½  years, Pam operated Lamp-

Stone Office Solutions, a home-

based virtual assistance business. 

From 2005-2009, she owned and 

managed the Java Station Espresso 

Café in the Village of East Daven-

port.  Pam and Vic have three chil-

dren and 5 grandchildren. ñHaving 

always worked with people from all 

backgrounds searching for a purpose 

for their lives, I thank God for the 

purpose I found in Him: to love God 

and love others. The love of family 

and friends built on the love of Jesus 

fills my life with purpose every day. 

And now I am so richly blessed to 

participate in His ministry here at 

WCC with the blessed purpose of 

protecting the LIFE of unborn babies. 

Music from the University of Illi-

nois, Champaign where she met Vic, 

her husband of 39 years. Pam and 

Vic moved to Davenport in 1975. 

Pam served at the Christian Family 

Care Center Shelter for Abused 

Women and Children/Rock Island 

Rescue Mission from 1976 ï 1996, 

where she volunteered, served on the 

Board of Directors and eventually 

became Executive Director. After 

leaving CFCC, Pam was Develop-

ment/Marketing specialist at the Put-

nam Museum while obtaining her 

MBA from St. Ambrose University 

with a concentration in Nonprofit 

Management. After completing her 

MBA, she worked as a Senior Ad-

vancement Officer/Annual Fund for 

St. Ambrose University until 2001.
